Subject: Scheduling Pilot Safety Seminars for FY 2002

  Presentation “Aeronautical Charts: Little Known Facts”

During FY01 the National Aeronautical Charting Office had the opportunity to meet over 7,000 pilots across the United States using the “Wings” Safety Program as a springboard to talk about aeronautical charting.  As we begin to build our FY02 schedule we are hoping to reach even more pilots with this great educational program.  For many of you who have used the National Aeronautical Charting Office seminar presentation in the past, this will be familiar.  But, for those who are unfamiliar with our presentation, let me outline for you what we can offer to support your Pilot Safety Seminar Program. 

Our chart seminar presentation “Aeronautical Charts: Little Known Facts” focuses on

(1) Broadening chart user knowledge, (2) Re-enforcing the need to fly with current charts and information products, (3) Providing an opportunity for chart user feedback.  

Presentation Synopsis - Aeronautical charts and publications contain a wealth of information.  Some of that information has never been taught, or has been taught and quickly forgotten.  Understanding chart information can save time, money, frustration, and sometimes lives.  What are OROCA and MEF, and how are they used?  Which obstructions are charted and where? Where are non-standard traffic patterns published? What does the Mountain Pass symbol mean on the Sectional Chart?  How often does chart information change?  Is your chart current? How will GPS affect your charts?  What are the plans for new products?  The presentation covers these topics and provides pilots an opportunity to ask questions and provide comment on charts.  Presentation length is approximately 2 hours, including a ten-minute break. 

When planning to include us in your “Pilot Safety Seminar” program please use the following guidelines: (a) A target audience 70+ pilots, (b) Three or four separate presentation locations within a 3 hour drive during a 5 day period. Presentations supporting “Wings” weekend mega-seminar programs are also acceptable.  (c) A projector/screen for a laptop computer presentation is required as backup equipment only.      

We anticipate a full schedule this year and hope to be part of your program.  Our schedule is first come first serve and the dates will fill quickly.   We would like to firm up our calendar by September 1, 2001.  So, look over your seminar program and see when we can help you the most.  Please contact me to arrange the final details.  
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
