Orange County and Long Beach airports are busy hubs with a mix of air carriers, corporate flights, flying academies and general aviation. We will specifically address Runway Incursions at these airports. We will train at the smaller fields; Fullerton, Catalina and Torrance, so that pilots visiting the larger airports are well prepared. Programs will enlist airport managers and air traffic professionals as well as local pilots and counselors. It is our intention to address runway incursions, airspace violations and operating contrary to air traffic instructions through the education of our certified flight instructors. We will form an informal association of flight instructors and implement monthly professional meetings.�Each flight instructor meeting will address:

Our meetings and our SoCal Aviation Safety Newsletter will be the primary vehicle to complete the required item above.  We have budgeted $6,000 for the Oklahoma City printing 

Pilot decision making will be addressed primarily in our CFI meetings and in SoCal articles.

Loss of Control and Controlled Flight into Terrain will be covered in our instrument seminars for both instrument rated and private pilots and students. We will emphasize for both pilots and AMTs preflight knowledge and maintenance compliance.

We have planned an evening of weather subjects to be presented in the Costa Mesa Citizens’ Center. This venue can accommodate a large crowd and has good audio/visual support.

The Los Angeles Civil Air Petrol has offered to present their program on survivability. We intend to present this program in January, 2000.

The runway incursion problem is being addressed by our Runway Game. The game will be presented to all the Western Pacific Operations SPMs and the PowerPoint program shared. Also, our budget includes an equipment request so we can use the digital camera and the CD writer to produce quality customized games for the flight schools in our district.

We have identified three areas of emphasis in operations for our district:

Runway incursions

Airspace Violations

Operations Contrary to ATC Instructions.

Our emphasis in airworthiness, based on last years enforcement records, will be in the proper logging and maintaining of aircraft records.

We will conduct one large meeting with ATC and TRACON concerning airspace usage and radio communications in the LA Basin area.  It is our intention to use one of the four nights reserved at the Costa Mesa Citizens’ Center for this program.

Our region will host two conferences, one in San Diego in October and one later in the year. We have estimated travel for these to be $500 per person, or $2,000 total.

It is our plan to attend and/or participate in safety program that are part of air shows, such as the EAA gathering at Castle AFB and the safety meetings presented at Reno.

Again, the supply money is planned predominately for laminating.

We plan on using the Runway Game as our primary training tool. It is our goal for each school in our district to have a copy of the game on CD and with a board and supporting questions. We will be using our digital camera and CD writer to customize the game for the ground personnel.

This topic will be specifically emphasized in our monthly CFI meetings and repair station programs so that the awareness and education will begin with the flight instructors and line mechanics.

Communications in a Congested Traffic Pattern.

The project we have begun concerning English as a Second Language is ongoing. This year, it is our intention to present the combined information from our FAA statistics, the NTSB and other accident information, the research and programs already in progress so as to develop a cross-discipline, systems approach to language competency standards for aviation English. We will be traveling to one other center that is already working on this problem, either the military training base outside of San Antonio, TX or Embry Riddle in Orlando, FL.. We have anticipated a travel budget of $1,000 in support of this important undertaking.

The other six meetings will be presented by master CFIs who are counselors will have valuable expertise to share.
