Subject: SOUTHEAST RUN-UP AREA FOR PROPS  

Cancellation: December 15, 2005

This letter advises users of Santa Monica Airport of Santa Monica Airport Traffic Control Tower’s responsibility with regard to aircraft going to the southeast run-up.

The southeast run-up area is a non-movement area as designated by the City of Santa Monica Airport Authority.  Aircraft have previously been cleared to taxi to Runway 21, and the aircraft subsequently goes to the southeast run-up area.  When the run-up is complete the aircraft proceeds to taxi from the run-up area to the hold bars for Runway 21 and then advises Tower that they are ready for departure.

Pilots are prohibited from entering movement areas from non-movement areas, and in order to standardize procedures, aircraft on the south side of the field will now be cleared by Ground Control to the southeast run-up area instead of to Runway 21.  Upon completion of the run-up, clearance from Ground Control is required to exit the run-up area for clearance to the runway.  If no run-up is required, please advise Ground Control.
