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Reno ATCT/TRACON (ATC) provides approach control service and IFR separation to VFR aircraft practicing instrument approach procedures to Reno/Tahoe International Airport and Reno-Stead Airport.  The primary approach control frequencies for Reno/Tahoe are 126.3/353.9 (North and West) and 119.2/325.8 (East and South).  The primary approach control frequency for Reno-Stead is 126.3/353.9.

When the approach clearance becomes effective, ATC will provide standard IFR separation for VFR aircraft (3 miles lateral or 500-foot vertical).  When separating from heavy/B757 aircraft, vertical separation is increased to 1000 feet.  If the published missed approach procedure is issued, IFR separation continues throughout the missed approach procedure.  However, in lieu of published missed approach procedures, pilots can expect to receive VFR departure instructions (i.e., FLY HEADING THREE ZERO ZERO, or PROCEED DIRECT MUSTANG).  When flying a VFR departure instruction or when being vectored or sequenced for an approach clearance, pilots receive Class C IFR/VFR separation (target resolution or 500-foot vertical).
