SUBJECT: Practice Instrument Approaches at Honolulu International Airport

CANCELLATION:  November 21, 2004

Pilots are advised that IFR separation will be provided to VFR aircraft conducting practice approaches at the Honolulu International Airport.  VFR aircraft desiring practice instrument approaches should contact Honolulu Approach on the appropriate frequency published in the Pacific Chart Supplement, Airport Directory, and the Flying Safety Manual.

Pilots not on an IFR flight plan and desiring practice instrument approaches should request "practice instrument approaches in VFR conditions" when requests are made with ATC.  Controllers will issue VFR climb out instructions.  If a pilot wishes to proceed in accordance with instrument flight rules, he/she must specifically request and obtain an IFR clearance.  Practice approaches may be discontinued due to the volume of arriving and departing IFR aircraft.
