Overview
The scope of the District Aviation Safety Program encompasses both Operations and Airworthiness issues.  The underlying guidance for this District Office plan is the National Work Program (“R” Items), the “Required National Emphasis Items”, the Required Regional Items and the Regional Emphasis Items.

This document will set forth a specific plan to accomplish the National/ Regional Required and Emphasis items.  The plan will be tailored to meet the specific needs of the district after careful consideration of the accident / incident statistics and geophysical diversity of the Arizona District.  

Work Program Management

The day-to-day management of this program is directed by the Safety Program Managers, however the satisfactory completion of the program is a responsibility of the Office Manager.

The line of management is directly between the Office Manager and the Safety Program Manager.  The SPM(s) will be the focal point for all program activities.  The Regional Managers of the Safety Program have no line authority but will provide support and offer assistance as requested by the District Offices and the AFS-340 Representative and as directed by AFS-810.

Arizona District Aviation Safety Statistics
The Arizona District Safety Program Plan should be directly related to the historical causes of accidents and incidents in the District.  This history is contained in the incident / violation statistics compiled by the FSDO.  Statistics are from 1997 which is the most recent complete year available. The accident number is for 1998.
