In response to your memo dated December 14, 1998, regarding FY99 Budget Information and action, the Regional Safety Program will be impacted financially in the following  two areas as follows:





SUPPLIES- Impact : We have $423.89 remaining in supply money after the 1st quarter.  We will not have enough money after the 2nd quarter to buy basic items such as copy and colored printing paper, printer toner, folders, binders and recording media to distribute current safety programs.





SUPPLIES-Justification: We need an additional  $1,000 for supplies and handouts for our upcoming Regional Safety Program conference and SPM training.  Additionally,  each RSPM will need  $100 a month  for the basic supplies to complete the year. 





The total shortfall for supplies is $2376.00.








TRAVEL-Impact : Our annual allocation was based on one position or specialty that was previously in place. This year the Regional Safety Program  has increased by 100% by adding the Airworthiness RSPM.  





We have $2,950 remaining for each specialty  for the fiscal year. We have decided to transfer $300 from each RSPM’s travel money to supplement our supply account which will  provide for immediate needs. This leaves $2,650 for each specialty to travel for the next 3 quarters.





TRAVEL-Justification:  We need an additional $1,350 for each RSPM in order to conduct the basic travel needs of our program.  These include our Regional and national SPM conferences and regional FSDO site visits. 





An additional $1,200 each would enable our attendance at national industry safety symposiums in order to meet and administer our national emphasis agenda items.  These include Runway Incursions, Human Factors, Airman Personal Minimums and partnerships with industry.
