The following items are being requested as priority items for our safety program.  We are unable to utilize modern programs specifically designed for the Aviation Safety Program.  Programs for our use are provided on  Power Point software and exceed our capabilities, due to the fact our equipment is inadequate.   For example:

a. Office laptop computer does not have sufficient memory, speed, or CD ROM capability.

b.  Video Projector has inadequate light projection or definition capability to display computer generated programs.  Projector also has inadequate light projection for most daytime operations where any extraneous light is a problem.

Currently,  we are limited to overhead transparencies which consist of black and white narative data as copied from the FAR’s etc; and not appropriate to our needs.  We also use a VCR for presenting video tapes which sometimes help to supplement the overhead transparencies.

As many offices in other regions already have this equipment in their possession,  customer confidence and interest in this offices’ presentation has been impaired by using obsolete methods; causing very low turnout of participants


Without the appropriate equipment, we are unable to present the programs supplied to our office by national headquarters, and this also presents great difficulty and an excessive amount of wasted time in putting together makeshift presentations which are not conducive to maintaining public interest during the presentation. The aviation community has a right to expect more professionalism in the way that the Safety Program presents it’s agenda.            (cont)


During most current presentations given by this office, participation is very low; sometimes as few as 5, or  as many as 40.  These are extremly low figures considering the high population of the district.


High participant dropout during presentations is not un-common due to time delays changing transparencies, which are often awkward and difficult for the audience to read or comprehend.  


Without the requested equipment to enable us to give proper presentations that will maintain some interest from our participants, we will only waste valuable time of Inspectors that could be better utilized working enforcements and accidents, because our program will become ineffective.
