Instructions for re-packing

Video Screen

Greetings,

I set up the SPM's Portable screen today and found there were a couple of spots on it. I think they were caused by the outer edges of the screen coming in contact with the material. I have not tried to remove them but have tried to prevent any further damage.I have purchased two sets of King size sheets and wrapped the screens in them. 

The reason for this message is to let you know that, when you use the screen, you need to re-package it with the sheets on it. 

Spread one sheet out, lay the screen on it, and then place the other sheen on top. Next fold the "assembly" in a manner that will lessen the chance of creases, and place the screen in the bag. Then you need to place all of the parts back in the container with the metal frames on the bottom along with the parts bag, next the partition and the screens and skirt on top of the partition. 

Remember the screen will last as long as we take care of it so lets make it last a long time!
