The attached sample letter has been requested by several of you who have told me that you occasionally have trouble renting or borrowing a meeting room because the proprietors are reluctant to rent or give space without some assurance of responsibility on the part of the occupier.  The sample is intended to be duplicated with blank spaces for the addressee, the dates of occupancy, and the discreet information of the renter.  This letter says only that the FAA or U.S. government is liable under the terms of the Federal Tort Claims Act.  It implies nothing else.   It may be helpful to you in securing space for safety seminars and meetings or for avoiding deposits on rooms.  It should not be used by anyone but Flight Standards employees and should not be used routinely.  It is to be used for the exception rather than the rule.  You should only use the form if the particular situation requires it and then only if some relief is required by the proprietor.

This letter has been coordinated through the office of the Chief Counsel (AGC-1) in Washington, and should be acceptable for the purposes outlined above.  Should a situation arise – you may obtain guidance from your Regional Counsel Office.  I hope that it is helpful to those of you who may need it.
